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Reservations Corner %

Dear Coral Sands Owner,

Many members have mentioned the Coral Sands reservation request process is not prac-

tical. As they stand, the rules state reservations cannot be booked more than one year in ad-
vance, and due to this policy, members are calling and/or emailing immediately at midnight, or
shortly thereafter, the day of. This situation has often resulted in members requesting the same
unit(s), but only minutes apart, leaving the second member disappointed; or members who are
unable to call until early morning are.

Though we will not be changing the ‘one year in advance’ rule, we would like to find a so-

lution to this ‘midnight madness’. As a result, we are reaching out to you, our members, request-
ing your assistance in a survey. Please note the choices below, and reply by postal mail or email
(placing your option # in the subject line).

Option # 1 Reservations may be requested by email exactly one year in advance beginning
at midnight the day of; every request will be based on first come first serve.

Option # 2 Written requests may be sent by postal mail or email more than one year in ad-
vance, placed in a file corresponding to the week requested, then pulled on the day of and
booked at random.

Option # 3 Written requests may be sent by postal mail or email more than one year in ad-
vance, placed in a file corresponding to the week requested, then pulled on the day of and
booked in the order received.

Option #4 Every spring, members will receive a reservation request form in the mail for the
following year which we will mail out on April 1st. Members must fill in their requested reser-
vation week(s) (up to four options for each membership week) and mail back, as we will begin
booking the reservations June 1% for the following year. All forms received during these dates
will be placed in a file and pulled at random on the booking day. Any received after June 1°'
will be booked in order the forms are received (first come/first serve). Members will receive
their reservation confirmation(s) through postal mail.
